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Abstract

Asia-Pacific Network for Global Change Research (APN) is an intergovernmental network to foster global change research, increase developing country participation to such research, and strengthen interactions between the research community and policy makers.  Through annual call for proposals, APN is able to support each year about 8-12 regional research, capacity building and networking projects addressing 4 priority scientific areas including that on impact of, vulnerability and adaptation to climate change.
